•	 Dog park

CONSULTATION
City of Palmerston is developing a masterplan to guide 
the future of the Marlow Lagoon Recreation Area.

A masterplan is a high-level plan that shows the 
possible opportunities, priorities and improvements for 
an area. It’s a guide for how an area could be changed 
or upgraded over time and gives the community an 
opportunity to see designs and ideas before there are 
any development commitments. 

Future development of the Marlow Lagoon Recreation 
Area is not currently funded, but the masterplan will 
help Council seek future funding opportunities from the 
Northern Territory and Australian Governments when 
they become available.
